Over the last
few years, they have worked hard on the smallest nuances of each individual terroir, and today their wines offer an
exceptional overview of the Chassagne-Montrachet terroir. All wines are produced with grapes from the commune of
Chassagne alone, and their perfect knowledge of this terroir allows Philippe and his son Bastien, who joined his father
in 2012, to meticulously interpret every small parcel under the common denominator of the small village of Cote de
Beaune. Fine, elegant and tense wines with a great aging potential, perfect ambassadors of their great terroir.
