The history of the Maison is rich in key figures, such as Victor
Mandois, who was the first to vinify different vintages, and Auguste, who moved the business to Pierry in 1905,
expanding the vineyard and cellar. Since 1982, under Claude's leadership, the company has embarked on a path
towards ecological viticulture and, since 2017, its 33 hectares of vineyards have been certified organic, making it one
of the largest organic estates in Champagne. Specialising in Chardonnay, which covers 70% of the estate, Maison
Mandois offers wines ranging from the classics to the prestigious Clos Mandois and the Victor cuvée, embodying a
centuries-old tradition while always keeping up with the times.
