Domaine Boillot was founded in Volnay in the early 20th century by Henri Boillot who was succeeded by his son Jean.
In 1975 it was the turn of Henri, grandson of the founder, who after working alongside his father became in charge of
the Domaine, molding it to himself. In 1995, the négociant business was launched, while in 2000 the new Meursault
winery was established, where Guillaume, Henri's son, joined his father in 2008. Hallmarks: passion and precision! The
creation of a great wine starts with the vine, and dedicated care and constant attention are needed at every stage of
growth, right from winter pruning. Throughout the year, maximum attention is devoted to the vineyard with limited
intervention and access.
